A Biological inventory was taken on 11/18/94 on Green Valley
Creek below the confluence of Green Valley and Purrington Creek
starting with an unknown tributary. Single pass electrofishing was the
method used.

Observations began at habitat unit #440 of Green Valley Creek.
Sculpin were observed (17) along with 0+ Steelhead (16) . 1+ and 2+
Steelhead were also observed (7 and 1) as well as one Tule perch.
Below the dam on the Gianni property 6 Fresh Water Shrimp were
observed as well as Sculpin, six 0+ Steelhead, four 1+ Steelhead and
stickleback.

Above the dam three 0+ Steelhead, two 1+ Steelhead, Sculpin and
Sticklebacks were observed. On Harrison Creek below the culvert at
Green Valley Road, 6 fresh water shrimp, three 1+ Steelhead, Sculpin
one 2+ Steelhead and one Stickleback were observed. Above the culvert
on Harrison Creek, no fish were observed although the habitat is
suitable. The largest pool, beneath the culvert at Harrison Grade
Road, was to deep to electrofish adequately. An earlier foot survey
upstream revealed little flow (spring fed) , and no fish were observed
visually.

On the East fork of Green Valley, above the confluence with
Harrison Creek, Stickleback, six- 0+ steelhead, four-l1+ steelhead and
sculpin were observed.



A Biological inventory was taken on 11/18/94 on Purrington Creek from
the mouth to the headwaters. Single pass electrofishing was the method
used.

The observations began at habitat unit #1 of Purrington Creek.
Between habitat unit #1 and #20, Sculpin, sixteen 0+ Steelhead, and
two 1+ Steelhead were observed. Above the dam site on the Dutton
property, between habitat unit #073 and #094, twelve 0+ Steelhead, one
1+ Steelhead, four 0+ Coho, Sculpin and Stickleback were observed.
Also noted was that the summer dam on the Dutton property had been
removed.

A biological inventory was taken on Sturgeon Creek on 11/21/94.
The inventory covered 100' below Green Hill road culvert and 100'
above the culvert. Single pass electrofishing was the method used.
